Ideas for Presidents’ Day Activities that could be adapted for other programs


1. President BINGO game 
2. Sticking president names on children’s backs for each other to guess  
3. Matching game where presidents’ names are on index cards with well known facts about the president on other cards; children match president with facts.

4. Create timeline on wall using clues to put presidents in order

5. Matching presidents to states they came from based on clues
6. Have computers as learning center and 1-2 could do these games (good for grades 4-7)

9. (Silly) A president race where children write name of president on balloon, doing two or more presidents, blow it up and then a group of children let each balloon go at same time.  Children see which balloon as goes the farthest.  Or is twists the most.  Or is a dud.
10. Do something with presidential pets and their names?
11. (Active) Put pictures of things associated with Washington and Lincoln taped to the floor.  Call out a clue.  Children go and stand on the picture.
12. Have all the children stand in the middle between 2 walls (or something).  When you call out something about Washington, they go to the Washington side.  When you say something about Lincoln, they go to the Lincoln side.
13. Decorate a Lincoln or Washington bookmark. 

14. Make Washington bracelet or Lincoln bracelet to wear around their wrists

15. Make paper bag or newspaper hat

16. Make paper bag puppet or popsicle stick or drinking straw puppet

 

What about decorating a Lincoln or Washington bookmark?    Or using construction paper to make a Washington bracelet and a Lincoln bracelet they could wear around their wrists?  Or a paper bag hat  or paper bag puppet?
